1. Emergency Sirens Find a site and budget for an Emergency Siren in the middle of the 
Town, possibly in the High Street area. 

2. Emergency Services: Continue to work with the Village’s of Mt. Calvary and St. Cloud, and 
Town of Calumet to provide fire protection and rescue squad services to Town residents. 

3. Capital Improvement Plan (CIP): Develop a five-year Capital Improvement Plan as a guide 
to providing needed community facilities and services. 

4. Facilities and Service Sharing Consider more ways in which the Town of Marshfield can 
share equipment and develop long term service agreements with the Village’s of Mt Calvary 
and St. Cloud, Fond du Lac County, and surrounding Towns, in order to decrease costs. 

 
 
Policies 

1. The Town of Marshfield should continue to meet periodically with surrounding communities 
to determine how services and equipment can be shared.
