15.3 Road Access Permit 
 
 1.  A road access permit will be issued by the Town Clerk upon the approval of the 
Town  Board  specifically for construction of a driveway (with not greater than zero pitch 
for the first 15 feet of the driveway) that connects to a town road to ensure that there is 
no hazard to snowplows. 
 2.  Property owners are required to construct driveways with a downward pitch 
leading away  from the town road. 
 3. The actual pitch is to be determined by individual circumstances interpreted by 
a representative of the Town Board. 
 4. A new driveway shall be constructed as to provide an 18-foot wide base thus 
allowing two  vehicles to pass side by side. 
 5. The permit will be issued regardless of whether the property is agricultural, 
residential, business, or industrial. 
 6. The Town Board will set a reasonable cost for the permit, reviewed annually, 
and will be on file in the Town Clerk’s office. 
 7. A driveway that extends further than 500 feet from a public right-of-way must 
have a widened area to accommodate a passing lane for emergency vehicles (maintained 
in all weather conditions) and a paved 100 foot diameter turnaround adjacent to the 
residence, reviewable and acceptable to the Mount Calvary Fire District. 
 8. A 12 foot wide base with an 18 foot by 40 foot passing lane will be required 
every 500 feet
